C. The imperative of pronominal verbs 
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• In the negative imperative, the reflexive pronoun precedes the verb and the object pronoun if there is one. 

Ne te depeche pas! 
Ne nous depechons pas! 
Ne vous depechez pas! 

Don't hurry! 
Let's not hurry! 
Don't hurry! 

Ne t'en va pas! 
Ne nous en allons pas! 
Ne vous en allez pas! 

Don't go away! 
Let's not go away! 
Don't go away! 

• In the affirmative imperative, the reflexive pronoun follows the verb and is attached to it by a hyphen. 
The pronoun 'te' becomes toi except before 'en'. 

Depeche-toi! 
Depechons-nous! 
Depechez-vous! 

Hurry! 
Let's hurry! 
Hurry! 

Assieds-toi! 
Asseyons-nous! 
Asseyez-vous! 

Sit down! 
Let's sit down! 
Sit down! 

Soignez-vous bien! 
Mefiez-vous! 

Look after yourself! 
Watch out! 

lmaginez-vous! 
Mettez-vous a l'aise!
